EVENT SUMMARY

On Saturday May 10, 2014 from 12:00pm to 4:00 p.m., Tower Grove Neighborhoods Community Development Corporation will host the Tower Grove Better Block Project to take place on the 3200 block of Morganford in Tower Grove South.
The Better Block project is a community planning exercise to show the potential to create a livable, vibrant, community.  On May 10th, commercial vacancies will be brought to life with pop-up stores, restaurants and entertainment venues.  The 3200 block of Morganford will be transformed to promote safe walkability and biking by installing bike “sharrows” and a permanent crosswalk. Outdoor café seating will be installed and a vacant lot will be transformed into public space that will offer classes and information on sustainability, as well as a Stray Rescue adoption event and a canned food drive benefitting Operation Food Search.
Better Block aims to create quick, inexpensive, high-impact changes that lead to permanent solutions for the area. 

BETTER BLOCKS SUMMARY

“The Better Block project started in April 2010, when a group of community organizers, neighbors, and property owners gathered together to revitalize a single commercial block in an underused neighborhood corridor. The area was filled with vacant properties, wide streets, and few amenities for people who lived within walking distance. The group brought together all of the resources from the community and converted the block into a walkable, bikeable neighborhood destination for people of all ages complete with bike lanes, cafe seating, trees, plants, pop-up businesses, and lighting. The project was developed to show the city how the block could be revived and improve area safety, health, and economics if ordinances that restricted small business and multi-modal infrastructure were removed. Since that time, Better Block projects have been developed throughout the World with many of the temporary infrastructure improvements and businesses made permanent.”  http://betterblock.org/
